International Friendship Day (11 April) 

2. The school will be commemorating International Friendship Day (IFD) on Friday, 11 

April. This day is dedicated to the understanding of Singapore's relations with neighbouring 

countries and beyond. This year's theme is ‘Singapore: Forging Friendships in a Complex 

World’. 

 

3. The IFD commemoration aims to nurture in our students the spirit of care, friendship, 

respect and collaboration with people of all nationalities. Students are taught to recognise the 

importance of connectedness between our neighbouring countries, celebrate the region’s 

diversity and vibrancy and promote the spirit of friendship and collaboration. Lessons to 

commemorate IFD will take place in the students’ classrooms. There will also be activities and 

booths set up by our Queenstown Parent Support Group (QtPSG) for children to have an 

authentic learning experience. We look forward to a meaningful and engaging IFD for all our 

Queenstowners. 

 

Good Friday (18 April)  

4. Friday, 18 April is a public holiday. Students will return to school on Monday, 21 April.

Earth Week 2025 (21 to 25 April)  

5. At QtPS, we nurture eco-stewards through environmental project-based learning, 

immersing students in level-wide programmes that explore various sustainability themes within 

real-world contexts. 

 

6. Our approach engages our students' heads, hearts, and hands, fostering critical 

thinking skills, environmental awareness, and a sense of responsibility toward protecting the 

environment. Through interactive learning journeys and hands-on workshops, students 

connect with nature and gain practical experience in sustainability efforts, deepening their 

understanding and commitment to making a difference. 

 

7. Members of the Environmental Club will also share the detrimental effects of ocean 

pollution on marine life during the morning assembly, encouraging students to be more 

compassionate towards the environment and to take active steps in its preservation. In 

addition, members of the Environmental Club will educate students about Ocean Pollution by 

setting up interactive booths to showcase their projects. These booths will feature prototypes 
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designed to encourage recycling, helping students to actively engage with and learn more 

about sustainable practices. 

 

Primary 5 Cohort Camp 2025 (24 to 26 April) 

8. Our Primary 5 students will be embarking on their cohort camp from 24 to 26 April 

2025 (Thursday to Saturday) at MOE Dairy Farm Outdoor Adventure Learning Centre. 

 

9. With the theme ‘From Strands to Strength: Growing Together’, this camp is designed 

to help students develop resilience, teamwork, and a growth mindset through outdoor 

challenges and experiential learning. Through activities such as high elements, team-building 

games, and a journey in nature, students will strengthen their confidence, collaboration, and 

appreciation for the environment.
